that resolved the conflict between the pilgrims and lbn Al-Ashath, a Hajjaj won the victory
over the son of Al-Ash'th, as his army and his family were defeated and brought him back to
the cities he had lost in his previous battles and ended this bloody struggle for power, which
lasted about four years.

The First World War Poetry between Appearance and Reality '

Later on, the poets, who experienced warfare such as Robert Graves,

discovered that youth are tricked by false idealism and hopelessly caught

and sacrificed. Graves indicated his conception of the truth about warfare.

This dual conflicting stand towards the war has left a disputable heritage that

reflects the conflicting ideas towards war and what it may be conducive to.
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Angelic choirs? No, Justice must provide

For one who rose straight and in hunting died.?

Conclusion

War poetry was a credible echo of the inner passions of poets who
faced war. Their beliefs, delusions, glory, falsifications, propaganda...etc
are but topics they used to express how they or their comrade soldiers feel
towards the atrocities of war. It is generally thought by poets that war is
planned for by politicians and fought by soldiers and won by officers.

War poets truly echo the pulse of inner conflict of over sensitive people
who suddenly find themselves in a trench. Hence, comes the term “trench
poetry” to adhere to the reality of war as it is lived day by day with all the
atrocities.

The war poets' product did not follow the classical rules of poetry writ-
ing as much as it follows the pounding sound of the shells that makes the
rhythm. As for their rhymes, they were shattered like the dismantled bodies
of the dead soldiers. This unforgettable confrontation with the bloody scene
is what makes poetry peculiar to its goal.

War poets, indeed, were mostly selective in their diction as to the
acute degree of despair they used to feel. Some of them ended up with de-
spair and some other ended with a broken image of the future. Yet, all were
similar in their understanding that war is no solution for a settlement of the
conflict among nations.

The poetry of Rupert Brooke reveals an attitude of unquestioning ac-
ceptance of the right of the conflict. It was a feeling of a glorious thing to

sacrifice one's life for one's country.
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Fear made fine bed-fellows. Sick with delight

At life’s discovered transitoriness,

Our youth became all-flesh and waived the mind.

At the battle of Somme, Graves took a shell fragment through the
lung which was so severe that official reports announced him prematurely
dead. It was the worst wound to his mind, as illustrated in his famous World
War | memoir, Goodbye to All That...

Since 1916, the fear of gas obsessed me: any unusual smell, even a
sudden strong smell of flowers in a garden, was enough to send me trem-
bling. And | couldn’t face the sound of heavy shelling now; the noise of a car
back-firing would send me flat on my face, or running for cover.”*®

Graves describes how a sense perception, such as the smell of flowers,
could make him trembles with fear or the back-firing of a car could send him
running for cover, as if he were reliving his experiences on the battlefield.
The flowers and the back-firing car are thought to trigger his bad memories
about the war. However, things do not seem as simple as that.

In his poem "The dead Fox Hunter" we can find a clear sense of exul-
tation at the heroism mixed with horror at the ugly deaths involved. It talks
about the death out of self-sacrifice for a friendship. It is dedicated to Capt. A.
L. Samson who died from wounds in the lines at Cuinchy with his fist stuffed
in his mouth to prevent his moans from causing suicidal rescue attempts.*®
The poem ends up with:

For those who live uprightly and die true
Heaven has no bars or locks
And serves all taste... or what’s for him to do

Up there, but hunt the fox?

What, then was war? No mere discord of flags
But an infection of the common sky

That sagged ominously upon the earth

Down in a row the brave tin-soldiers fall:

A sight to be recalled in elder days

When learnedly the future we devote

To yet more boastful visions of despair.’®

Graves's condemnation of warfare and his feeling of despair were rath-
er meshed as his poem becomes an expression of rejection. The poem does
not reside far away from the memory which seems to be the incubator that
reflects the experience of war. This has resulted in activating the memory
to rejuvenate, after twenty years of WWI, the nightmarish experiences and
atrocities, which Graves had experienced as an officer in the Royal Welch
Fusiliers.

In the opening lines, he describes a typical Memorial Day of war
which has “assumed the nature-look of time” and old soldiers have adjust-
ed to their wounds and artificial limbs. It suggests that twenty years after
the end of the war, most of the world has adjusted and moved on. But for
the narrator, the memories still seem fresh and are as real as the “ache of
wounds beyond all burgeoning.”

He writes of “The inward scream, the duty to run mad,” to adhere to a
condition of Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder (PTSD), that was then known as

shell shock or “neurasthenia.”’
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The diction adds to this frightening atmosphere, as the solider is clear-
ly on his way to death (the Underworld).

Death to the poet is an inevitable macabre reality that is unfortunate-
ly unavoidable despite his attempt to shun his destiny regardless of conse-
guences. The diction increases the scrambling, nervous mood of the poem
with words such as “buzzing”, “roared”, “clattered”, “morphia’, and “grap-
ple” that are used to describe his predicament and to convey his frightened
emotions about his looming death. At the end of the poem, it seems that
Graves is conveying a sense of euphoria at being alive, as Cerberus gains on
the speaker and the rhythm changes when the speaker crams the monster
mouth "With army biscuit smeared with ration jam" and Stuffed with mor-
phia pills, the poet ends his poem with “Too late! For I've sped through. O
Life! O Sun!”*

Graves continued elucidating the harsh image of war in his "Col-
lected poems'. In his Recalling War, Graves seems to introduce the poem

with a sharp declaration that war is an open wound:

Entrance and exit wounds are silvered clean.
The one-legged man forgets his leg of wood.
The one-armed man his jointed wooden arm.
The blinded man sees with hlo ears and hands
As much or more than once with both his eyes.
Their war was fought these twenty years ago
And now assumes the nature-look of time.

As when the morning traveller turns and views

His wild night-stumbling carved into a hill.
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Cerberus stands and grins above me now,

Wearing three heads—Ilion, and lynx, and sow.
“Quick, a revolver! But my Webley’s gone,
Stolen!... No bombs ... no knife.... The crowd swarms on,
Bellows, hurls stones.... Not even a honeyed sop...
Nothing.... Good Cerberus!... Good dog!... but stop!
Stay!... A great luminous thought ... | do believe
There’s still some morphia that | bought on leave.”
Then swiftly Cerberus’ wide mouths | cram

With army biscuit smeared with ration jam;

And sleep lurks in the luscious plum and apple.

He crunches, swallows, stiffens, seems to grapple
With the all-powerful poppy ... then a snore,

A crash; the beast blocks up the corridor

With monstrous hairy carcase, red and dun—

Too late! for I've sped through.

O Life! O Sun! *

The poem brings out the internal conflict Graves faced as he had seen
the brutality of war. Graves uses diction, imagery, and metaphors as tools to
reflect the internal conflict and tension. He alludes to Cerberus, it is a myth-
ological creature “wearing three heads—lion, and lynx, and sow”, which
guards the gates to the Underworld, at several points throughout the poem
that symbolizes war. This imagery of Cerberus explains a typical scary atmo-
sphere of the WWI.

“Of demons, heroes, and policeman-ghosts.

Life! Life! | can’t be dead! | wont be dead!”.
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is trying to get the point across to the public that the product of war is not
victory or glory, it is death and destruction.

After the initial lines, Graves states the horrific description of a dead
German soldier, who was sitting by a shattered tree in a great mess, “he
scowled and stunk / With clothes and face a sodden green, / Big-bellied,
spectacled, crop-harried, / Dribbling black blood from nose and beard.” The
description that Graves gives counters the idea of war being glory and fame.
He sets the scene of a dead soldier, as the main product of war. The man is
hardly human, turning green, with blood dripping down his face. The scene
is disgusting. The reader can see the dead soldier and know that war is not
glorious, but disgusting. Through this imagery, Graves provides the true na-
ture of war. He gives the idea about war. It is not as it is described, it is not a
war resulting in glory, it is a destructive force that pulls men apart.*?

Graves next poem is "Escape". It's based upon his own narrow escape
.At first he was reported killed and later wounded:

...but | was dead, an hour or more.

| woke when I'd already passed the door

That Cerberus guards, and half-way down the road
To Lethe, as an old Greek signpost showed.

Above me, on my stretcher swinging by,

I saw new stars in the subterrene sky:

After me roared and clattered angry hosts

Of demons, heroes, and policeman-ghosts.

“Life! life! I can’t be dead! | won’t be dead!

Damned if I'll die for any one!” I said....
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Graves used the commonly used First World War term “Boche” to re-
fer to a German soldier that is a derogating derivation of the French word
caboche for cabbage. This word was used more loosely to mean “square
head”. The ironic thing is that Graves’s mother was German and seven of his
cousins were killed fighting in the German army.*?

He tells the readers that war is not as what most people think it is. He
gives an example of the real situation at war by describing a dead German
soldier that he found rotting away in a wood. It was a horrific sight. People
are told that it is all about blood and fame, but Grave has been there and
found these thoughts wrong.

In fact, he explains how horrifying and cold the war in the battlefield is.
There is no fame, and there should not be a lust of blood. He tries to make
people at home aware of the true wartime situation at the frontline.

This poem overlaps motifs and ideas at this time. He comments on
the ‘glory’ achieved through war, and how those who fought often returned
with a feeling of resentment towards their experiences. The ideas that war
was a good thing are despised by the poet. This poem shows the ugly hidden
meaning of the word ‘glory’ and the natural face of war.

In his preliminary, Graves’s address is quite immediate to the audience.
This has twisted the poetic tune of the poem into a speech delivery. He starts
his poem saying to his audience “To you who’d read my songs of War / And
only hear of blood and fame, / I'll say (you’ve heard it said before) / ‘War’s
Hell!”. He lets them know his point of view.

The public has heard stories of war that involve fame and glory to
those who go to war share experiences of battle and are made stronger for

it. But, Graves thinks differently. He has seen war, and describes it as hell. He
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We defined the war in our poems by making contrasted defini-

tions of peace. With Siegfried it was hunting and nature and music

and pastoral scenes; with me it was chiefly children. When | was

in France | used to spend much of my spare time playing with the

He was writing whatever his fancy dictated; he was defining war by

contrasted definitions of peace in which children were an important interest.
Grave puts it plainly that war is not a glorious game of strategy. It is a bloody
mess, and through this poetic propaganda the public slowly began to realize
that the war wasn’t so fun and exciting. This is shown in his poem, A Dead
Boche:

To you who’d read my songs of War

And only hear of blood and fame,

I’ll say** (you’ve heard it said before)

”"War’s Hell!” and if you doubt the same,

Today | found in Mametz Wood***

A certain cure for lust of blood:

Where, propped against a shattered trunk,

In a great mess of things unclean,

Sat a dead Boche; he scowled and stunk

With clothes and face a sodden green****,

Big-bellied, spectacled, crop-haired,

Dribbling black blood from nose and beard.**
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appropriate thing to give to his great motherland in return for all the beauti-
ful and the great things she has given to him, and made him what he is. The
soldier-speaker of the poem seeks to find redemption through sacrifice in
the name of the country.

The speaker implies that England is mother to him. His love for England
and his willingness to sacrifice is equivalent to a son’s love for his mother;
but more than an ordinary son, he can give his life to her. The imagery in the
poem is typically Georgian. The Georgian poets were known for their fre-
quent meditation on the English countryside. England’s “flowers”, “her ways
to roam”, and “English air” all represent the attitude and pride of the youth
of the pre-industrial England.?

It seems that a second batch of poets had more realistically handled
the theme of war as they presented the harsh reality that lived in the heart
of each active soldier who confronted war and found himself alone with his
death-jumping destiny. The second group had a completely different reac-
tion towards war. Their poetry focused on their service during WW!I and their
reaction after it. Robert Graves is a typical representative of this group. He
left a record of his experience of service in war in his poetry. His feeling is
clearly exemplified when he says:

The view we had of the war was now non-political. We no longer
saw It as a war between trade-rivals; Its continuance seemed mere-

people who make glory of the nation. Consequently, Brooke glorifies En-
gland in his sonnet, The Soldier. It is a sonnet which he wrote during the First
World War. He speaks in the guise of an English soldier as he is leaving home
to go to war. The poem represents the patriotic ideals that characterized pre-
war England. It portrays death for one’s country as a noble end and England
as the noblest country for which to die. He begins with the following:

If I should die, think only this of me:

That there’s some corner of a foreign field

That is forever England. There shall be

In that rich earth a richer dust concealed;

A dust whom England bore, shaped, made aware,

Gave, once, her flowers to love, her ways to roam,

A body of England’s, breathing English air,

Washed by the rivers, blest by suns of home.

And think, this heart, all evil shed away,

A pulse in the eternal mind, no less

Gives somewhere back the thoughts of England given;

Her sights and sounds; dreams happy as her day;

And laughter, learnt of friends; and gentleness,

In hearts at peace, under an English heaven.”

Undoubtedly, England would be the residue of all champions and
hence it enhances its glory, honour and greatness. In the second stanza, the
sestet, he talks about this death (sacrifice for England) as redemption; he will

become “a pulse in the eternal mind”. He concludes that only life will be the
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Youth is supposed to be a time of enjoyment and love. But for the soldiers,
their youth was spent in a desolate environment of death and destruction.
They gave up their future, both their work and their leisure. They gave up the
relaxation they would have experienced in their old age, being cared for by
offspring that now will never be born.

However, in exchange for all this, the soldiers have got only one thing
in return which is immortality. Their names have become imprinted in the
pages of history. Their bravery and sacrifice will always be remembered.

Brooke opted to use one symbol to generalize the idea of glorification.
He needed the bugles to blow out with strength and energy, and to let all
English citizens know about the young men who died so that they might
live in peace. Brooke says, these young soldiers brought "Holiness, Love and
Pain" that had not existed on earth for a long time before their arrival in the
battlefield. War is then almost akin to religion for Brooke. Both are rituals
that purify humanity. Though war may seem to be motivated by hatred and
animosity, it in fact gives rise to Love in the soldiers. It is for the love they
harbour towards their country that they are willing to fight and die. Pain
like theirs is not experienced by any common man, because a single loss in
the battlefield amounts to their country moving that much closer to defeat.
Brooke is able to tap into all these emotions of the soldiers. Brooke also
says that as a result of their sacrifice, Honour has been reborn on earth. As
opposed to the corruption that leads to war, it is the honourable acts of the
soldiers that will redeem their countrymen. Their Nobleness is what the next
generation of Englishmen will learn about, and look to for inspiration.®

Apparently, Brooke chooses to shift glory of the person into glory of

the homeland. This shift has augmented the sense of native integration and
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Of work and job, and that unhoped serene,

That men call age; and those who would have been,
Their sons, they gave, their immortality

There are waters blown by changing winds to laughter
And lit by the rich skies, all day. And after,

Frost, with a gesture, stays the waves that dance

And wandering loveliness. He leaves a white
Unbroken glory, a gathered radiance,

A width, a shining peace, under the night. *

Brooke allegorically addresses the bugles that are played in honour of
young soldiers who have died at war. He calls these young soldiers “the rich
Dead!”. This epithet is given to glorify the sacrifices that are meshed with the
young blood of these young soldiers who had known little of the obnoxious
implications of war. They have experienced the death of their fellow men,
but also the chance to fight for their country. Such varied experiences are
valuable, implies Brooke. The fact that this line ends with an exclamation
mark means that it ought to be read or heard in a tone of triumph. No loneli-
ness or poverty of the soldiers is visible in death anymore. In fact, their dying
made Brooke describe them as rare exceptional as gold; this has lifted them
above the mass of humanity who lead banal and inconsequential lives.

The sacrifice of the soldiers is what strikes Brooke most. He is aware
that they gave up their whole worlds to come to war —the world is composed
of their friends and family, who were absolutely confident of the impossibil-

ity of the soldiers' return from the battlefield. They gave up their youth too.
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The war 0f1914 never ended; the revolution and the unrest after-
wards, the civil war, all of that comes together in the war of 1914. ... The
unrest started in August 1914 and never stopped, as if the order of things

had been forever disturbed.*

The dedication of the first batch of soldier poets was towards the glo-
rification of war despite the ugly visage it involves. Their reaction was made
through their expression of willingness to die for their own country. They
believed in the justice of the reasons for their fighting. They harbored no
bitterness against the enemy.

The First World War Poetry between Appearance and Reality: A
Study in Selected Poems by Rupert Brooke and Robert Graves

Rupert Brooke was the best known of this batch. At least, five Brooke
poems contributed to war poetry and made him an icon and spokesperson
of the national passion of war. His poetry represents the first reaction to-
wards WWI. Various criticism has focused on his sonnets as being a faithful
representation of the early reaction of many soldiers; the spirit of the exul-
tation in the opportunity of sacrificing one's life for his country and a feeling
that echoes in the heart of the readers. The most important one is his poem

The Dead, in which he states the glory of being a martyre for one's country:

Blow out, you bugles over the rich Dead!
There's none of these so lonely and poor of old
But, dying made us rarer gifts than gold

These laid the world away; poured out the red

Sweet wine of youth; gave up the years to be
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Introduction
The Great War was the first massive incident that led to comprehensive

death toll and global destruction. Its remarkable feature of mass violence
had touched upon all nations involved which were badly impacted. Many
countries helped maintain the enormous scale of violence through mass
production of munitions, arms and other military supplies needed for the
war, while also seeking to uphold as much of the law of war as they could.?

A soldier poet, Apollinaire, asked himself in 1917:

What should this war be called? In the beginning, people called it ‘the
war of 1914/, then as the war carried on into 1915 it became ‘the European
war’; when the Americans got involved it became the ‘World War’ or ‘Uni-
versal War’. ... The ‘Great War’ has its backers too. The “War of Nations’ could
garner some votes. The ‘War of the Races’ might also be defensible. And the
‘War of the Alliances’ or the ‘War of the Peoples’. But the ‘War of the Fronts’
would perhaps express best the character of this gigantic struggle.?

Jan Patocka, a Czech philosopher, in his essay, “Wars of the Twentieth
Century and the Twentieth Century as War”, talked about the paroxysmal
nature of the conflict, saying:

The First World War is the decisive event in the history of the twentieth
century. It determined its entire character. It was this war that demonstrated
that the transformation of the world into a laboratory for releasing reserves
of energy accumulated over billions of years can be achieved only by means
of wars.?

On the other hand, a Lithuanian philosopher, Emmanuel Levinas, who
was exiled from his country for the first time as a child in 1914, was not obliv-

ious of the mind-engraved memories of the war:
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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to show the conflicting attitudes of the
poets towards 1st World War. The definite change in the attitudes of poets
towards warfare was inevitable. Most, if not all, the corpus of poetry written
before WWI tended to glorify war as was the case in Rupert Brooke's poetry.

3.2. Place Deixis

Place deixis denotes spatial locations implemented by the use of ut-
terances , locations may refer to both addresser and addressee, or those of
persons or objects being referred to. like for example, adverbs “here” and
“there” as well as deictic expressions or demonstratives such as “that”, this”,
“these” and “those”. place deixis as can denote other things rather than
place deixis such as parts of the body as in the following example :

Turn 1: Maria Sir, | have not you by the hand.

Turn 2: Sir Andrew Marry, but you shall have, and here’s my hand.

(Twelfth Night Act two , science iii;2004:17).

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Chapter Three:

3 - Introduction

Within this chapter three, we are going to identify aforementioned dif-
ferent types of deixies on the selected play which is “twelfth night” by Wil-
liam Shakespeare. This play is popular ,many theatrical producers in the past
years treated the play as though its stage popularity had to be achieved in
defiance of the text rather than through it (Yule;1983:70).Until recently have
they trusted the play to conjure up its own sense of magic and imagination
,it relies heavily on detailed realism instead of theatrical evocation .This liter-
alized and revisionist approach dominated much of the play’s stage history
during the restoration and the eighteenth and nineteenth centuries, despite
evidence that “Twelfth Night (presumably as Shakespeare wrote it)was very
popular in his own day and for some time after. After his death, his play had
been acted on the sate many times specially in 1618 and 1622. (Twelfth
Night, 2004: xviii).

3.1. Person Deixis

This form of deixis denotes grammatical structure of persons which are
involved within an utterance as (the speaker, the addressee) and other forms
which are not directly involved within such utterance like (over hearers) for
those who hear the utterance but they do not directly addressed. Distinc-
tions are generally made in English by the use of pronouns via italics words.

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medial "there" (Christopher 8). In the Sinhala language, there is a four-way
deixis system for both person and place; near the speaker /me_:/, near the
addressee /o_:/, close to a third person, visible /ara_:/ and far from all, not
visible /e_:/. The Malagasy language has seven degrees of distance com-
bined with two degrees of visibility, while Eskimo languages have even more

complex systems(Levinson; 1987:70).

2.3.4 Time Deixis

Time, or temporal, deixis concerns itself with the various times in-
volved in and referred to in an utterance. This includes time adverbs like
"now", "then", "soon", and so forth, and also different tenses. A good ex-
ample is the word tomorrow, which denotes the consecutive next day after
every day. The "tomorrow" of a day last year was a different day from the
"tomorrow" of a day next week. Time adverbs can be relative to the time
when an utterance is made (what Fillmore calls the "encoding time", or ET)
or when the utterance is heard (Fillmore’s "decoding time", or DT) (Fillmore,
1971: 4). Although these are frequently the same time, they can differ, as in
the case of prerecorded broadcasts or correspondence. For example, if one
were to write

It is raining now, but | hope when you read this it will be sunny. The ET
and DT would be different, with the former deictic term concerning ET and
the latter the DT. Tenses are generally separated into absolute (deictic) and
relative tenses. So, for example, simple English past tense is absolute, such
asin He went.

time, as in: He had gone.
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Here is a good spot; it is too sunny over there.

In some contexts, spatial deixis is used metaphorically rather than
physically, i.e. the speaker is not speaking as the deictic center. For example:

| am coming home now.

The above utterance would generally be considered as the speaker's
expression of his/her going home, yet it appears to be perfectly normal for
one to project his physical presence to his home rather than away from
home. Here is another common example:

| am not here, please leave a message.

Despite its common usage to address people who call with no one answer-
ing the phone, the here is semantically contradictory to one's absence. Never-
theless, this is considered normal for most people as speakers have to project
themselves as answering the phone when in fact they are not physically.

Languages usually show at least a two-way referential distinction in
their deictic system: proximal, i.e. near or closer to the speaker; and distal,
i.e. far from the speaker and/or closer to the addressee. English exemplifies
this with such pairs as this and that, here and there, etc.

In other languages, the distinction is three-way or higher: proximal,
i.e. near the speaker; medial, i.e. near the addressee; and distal, i.e. far from
both. This is the case in a few Romance languages and in Serbo-Croatian,
Korean, Japanese, Thai, Filipino and Turkish (SnjeZana, 2004: 7). The archaic
English forms yon and yonder (still preserved in some regional dialects) once

represented a distal category that has now been subsumed by the formerly

In languages (like English) with gendered pronouns, the third-person
masculine pronoun has traditionally been used as a default when using "it"
is inappropriate but the gender of its antecedent is unknown or inapplicable.

In English, it is often now common to use the third-person plural, even
when the antecedent is singular:

To each their own.

2.3.3 Place Deixis
Place deixis, also known as space deixis, concerns itself with the spa-

tial locations relevant to an utterance. Similarly to person deixis, the loca-
tions may be either those of the speaker and addressee or those of per-
sons or objects being referred to. The most salient English examples are the
adverbs “here” and “there” and the demonstratives “this” and “that” - al-
though those are far from being the only deictic words (Fillmore, 1971: 4).

place deictic terms are generally understood to be relative to the loca-
tion of the speaker, as in:

The shop is across the street.

where “across the street” is understood to mean “across the street
from where | am right now” (Fillmore, 1971: 4). It is interesting to note that
although “here” and “there” are often used to refer to locations near to and
far from the speaker, respectively, “there” can also refer to the location of the

addressee, if they are not in the same location as the speaker. So, although
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Besides, various aspects of language depending on these relations can be
regarded as relevant to social deixis “in so far as they are grammaticalized”.

Further, Levinson (1979:207) distinguishes two kinds of social dimen-
sion that get encoded in languages: relational and absolute. The former in-
cludes relations between a) speaker and referent; b) speaker and addressee;
c) speaker and bystander; and d) speaker and setting. The latter includes
forms which are reserved for two specific kinds of speech act participants,
namely authorized speakers and authorized recipients. Levinson (1979:207)
exemplifies the forms which can be employed by a certain kind of speakers
by the Thai polite particles khrab which is used only by male speakers and
kha, used exclusively by women. The similar situation can be observed in
speech of Japanese men and women .Both gender groups can be referred
to as authorized speakers in such cases. Authorized recipients, on the other
hand, are forms denoting titles of address, pronouns differing not only with
sex of referent but also with sex of addressee, and other forms used for a

particular kind of recipients .

2.3.2. Person

Person deixis concerns itself with the grammatical persons involved in
an utterance, those directly involved (e.g. the speaker, the addressee), those
not directly involved (e.g. overhearers—those who hear the utterance but
who are not being directly addressed), and those mentioned in the utter-
ance (Levinson, 2004:54). In English, the distinctions are generally indicated
by pronouns. The following examples show how. (The person deictic terms

are in italics, a signaling notation that will continue through this article.).

2.3.1 Social Deixis
Levinson (1979:206, referring to Lyons 1968:280) notes that these cat-

egories of deixis can be extended by adding one more category, the one of

social deixis, which Fillmore (1975:76) defines as “the study of that aspect of

sentences which reflect or establish or are determined by certain realities of

the social situation in which the speech act occurs”. Under the cover term of

social deixis Fillmore (1975:76) includes the following linguistic phenomena:

devices for person marking, e.g. pronouns;

the various ways of separating speech levels;

distinctions in utterances of various types which are dependent on
certain properties of the speech act participants;

“the various ways in which names, titles, and kinship terms vary in
form and usage according to the relationships among the speaker,
the addressee, the audience and the person referred to”;
linguistic performance which can count as social acts, such as in-
sults, greetings, expressions of gratitude;

linguistic performances which can accompany social acts, such as
‘there you go’, etc.;

and, finally, the various linguistic devices that helps a speaker to
“establish and maintain a deictic anchoring with a given address-

ee” (Muysken and Crevels;1999:34).

As can be seen above, the term social deixis defined by Fillmore (1975)

absorbs various phenomena. Levinson (1979:206) proposes to “restrict the

term to those aspects of language structure that are anchored to the social

identities of participants (including bystanders) in the speech event, or to

relations between them, or to relations between them and other referents”.
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Textual deixis occurs when (part of) an utterance or discourse is itself
the referent of a deictic expression, it has been suggested that some form
of textual deixis is present in every anaphoric reference, to the extent that
anaphors direct the addressee’s attention to an earlier mention of the ref-
erent. As long as it is clearly discernible as deixis, textual deixis will always
have a metalinguistic reference. But as soon as any part of the meaning of an
utterance becomes the target, textual deixis becomes increasingly indistin-
guishable from anaphoric reference. An intermediary case is constituted by

reference to propositions, facts, or events (Lyons;1977: 6).

2.3 Types of Deixis

Possibly the most common categories of contextual information re-
ferred to by deixis are those of person, place, and time - what Fillmore calls
the “major grammaticalized types” of deixis (Fillmore, 1971: 1).

Deictic items are those “properties of utterances which are deter-
mined by, and which are interpreted by knowing, certain aspects of the com-
munication act in which the utterances in question can play a role” (Fillmore
1975:39). Deixis includes the following categories: person deixis covering
identities of interlocutor in communication, for instance personal pronouns;
place deixis referring to the place in which interlocutors are located, for
instance there, here; time deixis encoding the time at which a communica-
tion act takes place or the time at which the message is sent or received, for
example now, then; and discourse deixis, which Fillmore (1975:70) charac-
terizes as “lexical or grammatical elements which indicate or otherwise refer
to. some portion or aspect of the ongoing discourse”, for instance, words and

expressions like the former, the latter, in the following paragraph .

is planning to marry his girlfriend Helen, then it will be inferred that it was
Helen who brought him the flowers). This illustrates anaphoric reference.
Deictic reference occurs whenever a linguistic sign receives part of its mean-
ing from the extra-linguistic context. For example, the pronoun me refers to
the speaker - it has a different meaning depending on who utters it .Through
demonstrative we can select a referent in the speaker’s proximity as in “this
flower”, as opposed to “that one over there” (at least in its most simple spa-
tial use). The verb bring designates transport to a deictically defined location
(here); this could be the location at which the conversation takes place, or
the speaker=s home (there are in fact many possibilities). The past tense of
brought indicates that we gain the flowers at this location prior to the time
of utterance, and the adverb yesterday restricts this time interval to the day
before the day of utterance. So in order to know what exactly is meant by
She brought flower for me yesterday, and whether this statement is true,
one first needs to know who uttered it, on what day, and where (Bohnemey-
er,2001: 2).

It can be argued that reference denotes a lot of objects (including
people), places, and times in the real world (to be precise, to all those that
neither have a proper name nor a unique status, such as celestial bodies)
ultimately requires some form of deictic anchoring. To understand this claim,
one may select an object at random from the environment and try to make
a statement about it that avoids any form of deixis. If the claim is correct, it
follows that language could not be used to talk about the real world (other

than in generic statements) without deictic reference .

Levinson puts it, “ If the language did not have a pragmatic approach toward
itself it could not evolve, transform itself, adapt into a modern or tomorrow’s
form” This indicates that the word should be more flexible to be used within

a context to avoid obsoleteness.

2.2 Deixis in Contexts

Deixis is one of the fundamental design features of human language
that the interpretation of linguistic utterances may strongly depend both on
the linguistic and the non-linguistic context. This context dependence of lin-
guistic reference is known as indexicality ( Levinson,2004: 3). It has been ar-
gued by philosophers that in fact without some such underlying indexicality
in all referring expressions, no successful reference to the world would be
possible (Putnam; 1975:6).

Take, for example, the utterance She brought this flower for me yes-
terday. The noun flower has a meaning that can be defined independently
of context (e.g. the reproductive organs of a plant and their colored (non-
green) envelope), and it can be used to refer to real or imaginary flowers that
fulfill this definition. Yet, in order to successfully refer to a plant as a flower,
more than mere knowledge of the meaning of flower is required: speaker
and addressee have to agree on the plant being identifiable by that term
(botanists for example use the term differently — they do not require the
envelope to be colored) (Bohnemeyer, 2001-2). However, there are expres-
sions that point to the context in their very meaning, such that they cannot
be used to refer to anything before the relevant information from the con-
text is retrieved. In the above example, the pronoun she takes up a referent

of feminine gender that must have been introduced in the preceding stretch
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Based on Oxford dictionary, the word “deictic” is related to or denot-
ing a word or expression whose meaning is dependent on the context in
which it is used (such as here, or next week). Lyons (1999:40) point out that
word deictic is originally a Greek ‘deiktikos’, which means to ‘able to show’;
which comes from the word deiktos; which is a verbal of the word deiknynai,
meaning to show. A related word is “deixis”, used in pragmatics and linguis-
tics where it refers to a process whereby either words or expressions are
seen to rely utterly on context .

Deixis is an important field studied in pragmatics, semantics and lin-
guistics. Words or phrases that require contextual information to convey any
meaning are deictic”; and furthermore “Deixis concerns the ways in which
languages encode ... features of the context of utterance ... and thus also
concerns ways in which their interpretation utterance/es depends on the
analysis of that context of utterance.” In deixis, there is so much atten-
tion given to the circumstances that form the setting of an event, statement,
or idea in the words. The parts that immediately precede and follow a word
or passage and clarify its meaning also play a vital role in understanding the
phrases and utterances in the context(Lyons;1977:70). Many words reflect
multiple meanings. Levinson remarks that “Deixis does not only have the
function of a grammatical constituent, but it has the duty to point out the
different meaning the words have even in cases they are used in the same
way in different situations” (Levinson;1995: 10). The structure of the lan-
guage— syntax and morphology— cannot show the ways in which the words
are different. The context of the word contributes in the clarification of the
meaning of the word. Parts of the context are “The timing, place, message

bearers” and all “have their importance in the communicating process” . As

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Abstract

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Conclusion & Recommendations

In conclusion, the storm of violence has passed but not without sac-
rifices. It has left nearly everybody quite exhausted and psychologically
purged of the sin of hatred. Perhaps, this is, at least, one of the numerous
moral intensions behind the drama of Romeo and Juliet. Yet, Shakespeare’s
imagining of the status of Veronians who are rather cleansed of their evil sin
as heart-achingly expressed in the words of their touched Prince, Escalus, is

worth noting here :

A gloomy peace this morning with it brings

The sun for sorrow will not show his head

Go hence, to have more talk of these sad things
Shall be pardoned and some punished

For never was a story of more woe,

Than this of Juliet and Romeo. (ActV, Sc. iii)

The source of the long night was full of violence which when finished
‘a peace that is glooming’ is restored. Yet the one who brings this needed
peace is the ‘morning’ which is again a source of light. The concentration on
the ever-lasting contrast between dark and light is , indeed, one method of
relaying the personal feeling into the center of the image which is reinforced
by the linguistic vitality of the playwright. This ability on Shakespeare’s part,
quoting L.C. Knight, is “felt as the chief clue to the urgent personal themes
that not only shape the poetic-dramatic structure of each play but form the

figure in the carpet of the canon as a whole.”(20)
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he has been drawing his downfall at the night. The death of Paris, however,
seems to shape another one which is tied up to it as a natural consequence :
it is the death of Romeo which is followed by that of Juliet.

The morbidity of night-time lies in that night can cover with its black
and gloomy mantle all the violent acts that should not be exposed quite
clearly before the audience. Few minutes before his suicidal act, Romeo

hopelessly announces his desire to lie down with Juliet :

Well, Juliet, | will lie with thee to-night
Let’s see for means — O mischief, thou art swift

To enter the thoughts of desperate man. (ActV, Sc. i)

This stress on his desire which could only be achieved ‘tonight’
does not differ so much from the same desire of Paris when he weeps for
Juliet at night. He is, in other words, as desperate as Romeo and he comes to

Juliet’s grave to mourn her and probably to ponder on suicide:

O woe, thy canopy is dust and stones

Which with sweet water nightly | will dew

Or ,wanting that, with tears distilled by moans

The obsequies that | for thee will keep,

Nightly shall be to strew thy grave and weep. (Act V, Sc. iii)
Nightly, however, both of them fall dead at the end.
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up the day of life.” Here day and night are associated with life and death. This
apparently has relevance to the entire mood that dominates the whole play.
Old Capulat, in a similar way, personifies death as a bridegroom who “hath....
lain with thy wife.” (Act IV, Sc. v) And Juliet’s fake death is accomplished at
night. By so doing, Shakespeare wants to prepare the suitable gloomy milieu
for the genuine death of Juliet that will follow suit.

However, Juliet’s false death represents the first trial which will be
backed by another, unfortunately a real one in which misunderstanding or
rather lack of accurate information leads to the tragic downfall of the ‘star-
crossed lovers’.

Coming from Mantua, ‘armed against himself’, Romeo is heading to-
wards a tragic act which he has thought about repeatedly in case anything
befalls Juliet. He, therefore, has no room in mind for any colorful or bright
images. Paris, on the other hand, who is also star-crossed seems to fall un-
der the same influence of the fateful tragedy which allows no loophole to
escape. Like Romeo then, Paris becomes involved in the same dark world
in which Romeo, Juliet, Tybalt, Mercutio and all the rest survive. When he
comes to Juliet’s grave, overwhelmed by the over-sweeping sadness, he

needs a torch to open the grave :

Give me thy tourch, boy. Hence, and stand aloof

Yet put it out for | would not be seen. (Act V, Sc. iii)

Then he realizes that the shabby flickering of light is unnecessary. Per-
haps, putting out light can soothe his scathing mood which might be agitated

by light. Yet as desperate as the act he comes for, Paris does not realize that

er corner where her father proves ‘brutal’ and her mother ‘quite supine’ and
the nurse ‘satanic’.(17) She immediately, therefore, turns to Friar Lawrence.
Before that Friar Lawrence had already secretly married to Romeo. The close
tie between Friar Lawrence and Juliet stems from the very fact that sinful
and ‘adulterous’ characters always find refuge in religion. So Juliet goes to
this pious man because she believes that he is ‘the voice of peace and wis-
dom in the troubled world of Verona.'(18) Juliet’s attempt then is very nat-
ural on her part. Besides, Friar Lawrence holds some responsibility for what
had happened to Juliet. He consequently suggests a way out of the pending

bottleneck he had shared in finding out.

To-morrow night look that thou lie alone

Let not the Nurse lie with thee in thy chamber
Take thou this vial, bring then in bed

And this distill’d liquor drink thou off. (Act IV, Sc. i)

This prescription, however, often falls open for controversy. As for the
validity and authenticity of the potion, Juliet as well as the audience, on their
part, depict some diversion from the realistic line of thought in treating the
protagonist’s personal dilemma. The ‘vial of the distill’'d liquor’ is rather a po-
etic solution for a pressing problem quite impossible to be met without vio-
lence. What is more important, however, is that ‘night’ seems to be the most
appropriate atmosphere for thinking and pondering quietly on problems
and their solutions. Even in his precise description of the power of the ‘dis-
till'd liquor’, Friar Lawrence uses dark images derived from the same matrix

of imagery employed by Romeo. So the “ ‘liquor’ is like death when he shuts
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After knowing of Romeo’s vengeance on Tybalt, Juliet, nevertheless,
receives him warmly in her corded ‘nest’. This is considered an important
sign which marks a moral ability to successfully trespass the family feud. In
other words Juliet’s love exceeds her belonging to her family. She is now ma-
ture and holds responsibility before a husband. Her marital affiliation there-
fore becomes more solidified and stronger than even her other belonging
to family. Though brief, her meeting with her husband at night maintains a
legitimacy which should unfortunately be kept a secret for certain consider-
ations justified in the play.

This new situation even intensifies their awareness of darkness. Both
of them have a common feeling of staying together. Their shelter is the dark-
ness of the night which obliterates the fact of their unapproved marriage.
They want night to be longer because with its continuation they can stay
with each other for a longer time without necessarily being interrupted by
an intruder that might be conducive to uncovering their secret that leads to
some explosive riot between the two families. Their sensitivity towards the
daylight and the feeling of being discovered naturally drove them to mental-
ly reproduce images and symbols of dark nature. The reference to the ‘lark’
which is the ‘ herald of the mourn’ and the ‘nightingale’ which * ...nightly
sings on yond pomegranate tree’ (Act lll, Sc. v) does not depart from this
point.

However, the intensification in the problem of Romeo and Juliet as-
sumes a critical point when Shakespeare makes the noble Paris propose to
Juliet. Juliet’s suffering increases because the proposal of Paris signals a new
phase of conflict which she should face more seriously and vehemently. Her

conflict becomes diverse. She is , in other words, pushed to another narrow-
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‘sobriety and civility’. Juliet’s meditation over the night and its colour has
been embodied in a personified image of a ‘matron’ who is dressed ‘all in
black’:

....if love be blind

It best agrees with night. Come civil night,

Thou sober-suited matron all in black,

And learn me how to lose a winning match

Played for a pair of stainless maidenhoods.

Hood my unmanned blood, fating in my cheeks

With thy black mantle, till strange love, growing bold
Think true love acted simple modesty.

Come, night; come, Romeo, come, thou day in night
For thou will lie upon the wings of night,

Whither than new snow upon a raven’s back.

Come, gently night; come, loving, black-browed night
Give me my Romeo, and he shall die,

Take him and cut him out in little stars,

And he will make the face of heaven so fine

That all the world will be in love with night,

And pay no worship to the garish sun. (Act Il, Sc. i)

So Juliet begins to be infatuated b the same darkness Romeo has ever
loved. The personification of the ‘gentle night expresses the same degree
of adoration towards Romeo. Hence, Romeo and ‘night’ have been treated

equally and Juliet has dedicated her warm reception to both of them.
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ple usually want to be unseen when they ‘seek the satisfaction of their for-
bidden desires. “And these desires,” Mrs. Mahood continues, “are forbidden
according to Freud, because amour-passion is inimical to the race, according
to de Rougement because it is contrary to the Faith. And with Shakespeare’s
Romeo and Juliet, she believes that the shelter of night is something that is
indispensable since tragic love is always adulterous.”(15)

The lovers, regardless of their problem, could meet, if they want to, in
Frair Lawrance’s cell at any time. Yet there is no escalation in their crisis which
may urge them to jeopardize their relation by meeting during the daytime.

But things change when they marry. Inconsiderate and indifferent lov-
ers like themselves might create more tension between their families owning
to the secrecy of their marriage which represents a violation to the tradition-
al and inherited responsibilities of hatred and feud. The tension, however,
exacerbates when Romeo kills Tybalt. Night, therefore, becomes the only
possible time for Romeo to escape his enemies and to abide by the law pro-
nounced by the Prince.

Juliet, on her part, has no other time but night to meet her fugitive
husband though she has no idea of what her husband has done to her cous-
in. Before her knowing about her cousin’s death she used to observe night
and darkness romantically. And her observation has been correspondingly
reflected in the very matrix of the metaphorical language she uses. The night
is her wish because she finds no safer time to meet with her husband.(16)
So Juliet, henceforth talks of night and Romeo in an exchangeable manner to
mean each other. In other words, the night is welcomed because it virtually
means the achievement of a miraculous dream of a teenager to say that the

dark colour of night becomes romantically favorable because it represents
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But it is ‘night” which Romeo states indirectly as a fact.

In her analysis of Romeo’s language, M.M. Mahood asserts in this re-
spect that “Romeo uses pun not only to imply that he has enjoyed a light-
ening brief happiness before being ‘discharged of breath’ but also to sustain
the image of Juliet’s luminous beauty which makes this vault a feasting pres-
ence full of light.(14) So it is quite clear that Romeo strives, though aimlessly
every time, to displace darkness which has proven its un-removable effect
on his mentality by light which is quite fading.

Romeo’s view towards ‘dark’ has changed so much since is love to Rosa-
line. In other words, the nature of the image of ‘dark’ varies before and after
the meeting between the two young lovers. Before their meeting, it reflects
a state of despair with a special reference to Romeo, but after their meeting
it turns intensively romantic. Consequently, the image of ‘dark’ and its var-
ious derivations become sweepingly emotional and natural in the words of
the two lovers who find shelter in the darkness of the night to unfold the
secret of their romantic affair. Unlike before, Romeo and Juliet speak quite
amorously about night. They become more sensitive and more appealing
to the darkness of the night which has become ‘glorious’ and ‘blessed’ and
an infatuating meeting —time. Perhaps, the basic difference, in his view, as
referred to previously, is that with Rosaline the night helps to contain his sad-
ness and despair and to keep him away from any possible communication
with people. Whereas the same ‘dark’ is jovially ‘blessed’ with Juliet. It rath-
er helps him to hide his ‘forbidden’ happiness as he wants to live un-trou-
bling and untroubled.

His meeting with Juliet at night, therefore, is made necessary by the

desire to be alone. This is quite natural, Mrs. Mahood justifies, because peo-
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tration and suffering for Rosaline. ‘Light’ and ‘dark’ here as in other places,
are equally balanced against each other

What light through yonder window breaks?

It is the east, and Juliet is the sun.

Arise, fair sun, and kill the envious moon

Who is already sick pale with grief

That thou, her maid, art far more fair than she. (Actll, Sc. i)

Here the ‘sun’ and the ‘moon’ are two contrastive symbols alluding to
‘day’ and ‘night’ or to ‘light” and ‘dark’. Therefore, Romeo seems to feel the
burden of darkness which could be spiritual not only material in himself. So
he wants Juliet who is rendered henceforth the source of light to remove this
darkness. Notice the imperative ‘kill” which discloses Romeo’s longing to get
rid of ‘darkness’. Yet ‘darkness’ still engulfs his imagination.

The image of ‘light’ is again used by Romeo in what is traditionally
called the ‘Balcony Scene’ to set up an opposite quality against that of the
dark background Romeo observes. So love is not more than a glimpse of
light in a world that is folded with darkness. And it seems there is no way out
of the dark world the lovers found themselves in since the beginning of the
relation. Eligibly, Shakespeare deepens the sense of the lovers’ awareness
towards ‘dark’ in Romeo who is later joined by Juliet when he makes him talk
of the game of deception in which ‘the birds’ are played at,

...her eyes in heaven
Would through the airy region stream so bright
That birds would ding and think it were not night. (Act I, Sc. i)
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The use of the image of ‘light” assumes its highest point in the famous
speech of Romeo at the Capulat’s party. Nevertheless, the reaction of Romeo
towards the first sight of Juliet is still influenced by the image of ‘dark’ which

imposes anti-oblivious control on Romeo’s imagination,

O she doth teach the tourches to burn right
It seems she hangs upon cheek of night

As rich jewel in an Ethiop’s ear.  (Act |, Sc. i)

Romeo’s description of Juliet’s beauty is virtually enforced by a new
impetus of a ready loving spirit. It signals other words, a start for conflicting
powers which, henceforth, will assume the form of ‘light’ and ‘dark’ equally.
As for the nature of these powers, the young lovers, it seems, realize, more
than before, that they are victims to an obsolete and inherited problem: the
feud between their two families. Their love which is rather represented by
the image of ‘light’ is framed by the flaming hostility of their families which is
naturally depicted by the image of ‘dark’. So while the two lovers increasingly
realize the inevitability of the integrated fatal love story they have, they also
realize that they have become the support of fortune in this respect. They
feel that there is no escape from their ‘death marked love’; they belong to
their families and belong to each other at the same time. (13)

The emphasis on the use of ‘light” when Romeo becomes flabber-
gasted at the sight of Juliet is apparently natural. It quite corresponds to the
exceptional moment of stasis which is culminated at the meeting with Juliet.
This is a new start for Romeo who attaches high hopes of success on it as he

failed before with Rosaline. This new start might even compensate his frus-
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....he hath hid himself among these trees
To be consorted with the humourous night

Blind is his love, and best befits the dark. (Act I, Sc. i)

It is Romeo’s mood which is quite known by his close relative, Benvolio.
Romeo has become an introvert. However, Romeo seems unable to resume
his ordinary mood without a new love experience, quite meeting his old ro-
mantic desire for love. Hence, only accidently Juliet appears in his life to re-
juvenate and rekindle all his poetic imagination which motivates and merges
various images. Yet ‘ light” and ‘ dark’ still predominately continue to be
repeatedly and equally effective. They exist together in this stage of devel-
opment and they add, in a parallel manner, to the effectiveness of the whole
use of imagery. It is worthwhile to mention that these two images stand as
two complementary contrasts. W.H. Clemen points out that the continual
use of these images “accounts not only for subtle dramatic effects, but also
for several juxtapositions which appear odd at first sight but become clear
when judged from the context”.(12)

If Romeo past frustrated experience with Rosaline necessitates his lin-
gering on darkness and consequently intensity in the use of ‘dark’ images,
Juliet is always associated with ‘light’, yet not without a dark surrounding
which serves as a reminder of the dark days to come. Old Capulat, her fa-
ther, for instance, talks of ‘stars’ to describe the ladies to come to the party
and among whom his daughter is one. This metaphorical image is contrasted
with and poised against the dark background of the night.

At my poor house look to behold this night Earth treading stars that

make dark heaven light. (Act|, Sc. ii)
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However, what adds to the father’s worry is that he has vague idea
of the actual cause of his son’s sadness. So after his reference to Romeo’s
escape from daylight, Old Montague infers that Romeo’s humour proves
‘black’. Yet at this early stage, Shakespeare, it seems, makes Old Montague
artistically mention and balance the two elements of ‘light’ and ‘dark’. He has
maintained a ‘reconcilement’ between these two conflicting elements which
are ‘functional’ and not ‘decorative’ as one might assume (11) :

But all so soon as the all-cheering sun Should in the farthest east begin
to draw The shady curtains from Aurora’s bed Away from light steels home
my heavy son And private in his Chamber pens himself Shuts up his window,
locks fair daylight out And makes himself in artificial night. (Act |, Sc. i)

Romeo, on his part, has fallen victim to the passionate and hopeless
love of Rosaline. And his emotional stress seems to gloom him very much.
He, therefore, shuns daylight and his favorite atmosphere suitably changes
into ‘darkness’, whether ‘natural’ of ‘artificial’. So when Benvolio wished him
‘Good morrow’, his response was immediate and interrogative: “is the day
so young”? (Act I, Sc. i). Romeo’s surprise at the daybreak reflects that he
deeply wallows in despair. “light” of “daylight”, consequently, disturbs or an-
noys his mood. Even after the party when Romeo meets Juliet, Benvolio still
believes that Romeo’s referable image is shaped from ‘darkness’.

The heart-breaking experience with Rosaline grasps and enflames Ro-
meo’s poetic imagination and left its impact on his option of images when
addressing or talking about Juliet. Romeo becomes accustomed to being
melancholic, which has been reflexed in the nature of imagery he employs
with Juliet. This, as Benvolio points out, is attributed to Romeo’s emotional

vehemence. So Benvolio comments on Romeo’s disappearance,
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means to meet tempting extremities with extreme sweet. (Act Il. Sc. I)” Love
definitely is not like marriage. With marriage there is satisfaction both on
the sensual and spiritual levels. And the marriage of Romeo and Juliet is not
a different case. In fact Romeo and Juliet are not unsatisfied lovers as is the
case, for instance, in John Keats, “Ode on a Grecian Urn”:

Fair youth, beneath the trees, thou canst not leave Thy song, nor
even can those trees be bare Bold lover, never, never, never canst thou kiss
Though winning near the goal — yet do not grieve: She cannot fade, though
thou hast not thy bliss Forever wilt thou love and she be fair ! (8)

The eternal dissatisfaction, however, is achieved in Keats through the
“reconcilement of opposite discordant qualities”. Ironically enough Shake-
speare, William Hazlitt believes, had achieved satisfaction through the
“combination of the great extremes.”(9) Unlike the Ode, Romeo and Juliet
discloses love which passes through a brief phase of suffering and longing
after which it is satisfied though temporarily. What thematically ensues is a
complete struggle against hatred, on both personal and social levels. This, in
turn, entails the image of the ‘dark’ as a logical representation.(10) ‘Dark’
hence, establishes itself in all its manifestations as ‘light’ did before.

It seems, nevertheless, that the image of ‘dark’ has occurred early in
the play and in concordance with that of ‘light’. At the outset, we have been
introduced to Romeo who escapes from Benvolio to the orchard. Like a re-
cluse, he finds comfort in the loneliness and dark. Old Montague, his father,
is worried about him. His worry, indeed, stems from the strange behavior of
his son and his disposition to live in the dark. This behavior has led Old Mon-

tague to think that his Hamlet-like son suffers from hallucinations.
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love feelings. To this Mrs. Spurgeon refers and tries to find some adherent
equilibrium between the theme of love and the image of light. She writes :

The beauty and the glory of young love are seen by Shakespeare in the
irradiating glory of sunlight and starlight in a dark world. This dominating
image is light, every form and manifestation of it .(7)

However, the image of ‘light’ is always viewed against a dark back-
ground which is quite overwhelming in the play, not only in its equal repe-
tition alongside that of ‘dark’ but also in the great and decisive happenings
of the play which are perceived with some virtual correlation to this image.

The present study, therefore, attempts to show that the image of ‘dark’
is dramatically as effective as that of ‘light’ with respect to the love theme; it
even corresponds more to the tragic nature of the play as it involves depth,
subtlety and secrecy.

First and foremost, the bearings of love to the image of ‘light’ are spon-
taneously natural. In other words, love is apparently explained and smoothly
interpreted through this image. Yet, it seems that Shakespeare does not re-
frain from employing dark images to express love which is tragic. The ‘light’
image in this play, it is worthwhile to note, is strongly and organically associ-
ated with love, i.e., when love is in its romantic phase, ‘light’ becomes the in-
evitably available convincing channel to use. However, the transitional point
in the use of the image of ‘light’ occurs when love is fulfilled through the
brief marriage of Romeo and Juliet. So the balance between love and ‘light’
is disturbed slightly. Love has been independently concluded in marriage:
“She (Juliet) still love’s sweet bait from fearful hooks.(Act Il. Sc. 1)”. Love now
becomes only a means that lends ‘power’ which is in turn conducive to inde-

pendent decision of marriage: “But passion lends him (Romeo) power, time,
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Introduction & Analysis

Apparently, Shakespeare’s Romeo and Juliet is virtually a poetic work
mainly based on imagery.(1) The abundance of poetry makes imagery enjoy
a versatile and panoramic form which is actively worked out through the
combination of both elements of poetry and drama, though L.C. Knight who
discusses certain “ preliminary considerations” in Shakespeare believes that
the “essential structure of the play has been sought in the poetry rather than
in the more easily extractable elements of ‘plot’ and ‘character’.(2) As a re-
sult then, Romeo and Juliet has revealed the kind of imagery which confirms
its poetic and dramatic presence together with all the other elements.

Caroline Spurgeon, an authority in this regard, thinks that imagery “...
gives quality, creates atmosphere and conveys emotion...”(3) in the play. Yet
when imagery is articulated in this work, it usually falls within the context of
the love story which mainly attributes its effectiveness and dramatic signifi-
cance to the various, versatile, colorful images involved.

However, the imagery variety and versatility in Romeo and Juliet make
the tracking attempt of their development a process not un-difficult to real-
ize. Viewed from this angle, images which are most salient are picked up by
multitudes of critics without necessarily ignoring the other secondary imag-
es.(4)

On this basis, the “nature imagery”(5) or more precisely the image of
“light” and its various derivations seem to enjoy the highest percentage of
recurrence in the play.(6) Though regarded quite self-explanatory and ex-
pressive of the love theme of the play, the image of “light” has been put

into use only when there are certain romantic occasions or expressions of
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Abstract

Romeo and Juliet is always handled as a poetic work that resides main-
ly on poetry rather than drama. This concept is apparently based on bor-
rowing from “Romeus & Juliata” an Italian well-known poem that had been
attired a dramatic clothing by William Shakespeare. Accordingly, all poetic
elements were maintained although Romeo and Juliet was rather presented
as a drama that spoke up vehemently and effectively to an emotion-thrilled
audience. Precisely, the use of imagery was the main and pivotal point
around which the entirety of the play seems to revolve. Indeed, the over-
use of imagery has made the play waver precariously between drama and
poetry without undermining any. Shakespeare, manipulating his dramatic
and poetic talents, managed brilliantly to offset the two genres to serve this
outstanding piece.

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Conclusion

Grenouille, socially and psychologically struggles through his life be-
cause he is constantly surrounded by emotionally and mentally inadequate
people. Since his birth till his death, people didn't treat him as a human be-
ing. He simply turns into a source of labour. He was raised and grown up
by Madame Gaillard, the emotionless and brain damaged woman, then he
works for the brutal tanner Grimal, then for the socially awkward and ego-
tistical Baldini.

All of them dehumanize him. The lack of his body scent was not the
only reason which makes him sub-human, but also the people around him.
In addition, his advanced olfaction sensation in the dirtiest spot in Paris
makes it harder for him to connect with people. This gift he has turns out to
be a curse, he feels outcast and alienated from people, and people do not
notice him due to his inhuman characteristics. Grenouille after smelling the
beautiful scent of the red hair girl, he thinks that if he captures her scent and
each scent similar to her, he will get an identity and be noticed by society.

Actually, Grenouille used to create human odors like the odor of Mad-
am Arnulfi's husband and other people; By wearing different fake human
odours, he manipulates people's emotions and makes them see him as an
angel, as if he is a baby, god, prophet, prince, beggar, and insect. The vam-
piric Grenouille involved with multiple identities which all of them are fake,
so no matter how he tries to be human, it turns out to be Everyman.

Anyway, the novel can be read as a literary detective story, postmod-
ernism work, picaresque novel, bildungsroman, philosophical novel, fairy

tale and even thriller novel, and according to Carl Jung as a mythmaker.
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Anyway, the novel can be read as epiphany (Richard Howard Stamel-
man. Perfume: Joy, Obsession, Scandal, Sin a Cultural History of Fragrance
from 1750 to the Present (New York: Random House Incorporated, 2006,
307), Patrick Suiskind obviously gives the protagonist Jean-Baptiste Gre-
nouille Messianic figure, first because of his name refers to John the Baptist,
and his isolation in the cave " We are familiar with people who seek out sol-
itude: penitents, failures, saints, or prophets. They... live in caves "They do
this to be nearer to God. Their solitude is a self-mortification by which they
do penance (Suskind, 49)." Siiskind’s depicts him as a divine figure. He uses
many methods to depict Grenouille's inhuman characterstics.

The literary work shows the basic characteristics of postmodern nar-
rational techniques, such as intertextuality,

The Romantic and Goethean models remain relatively close to the sur-
face of the text, as do the poems of Baudelaire, Rimbaud, and Rilke as well as
other products of the aestheticist movement such as Huysmans's A
Rebours. Some allusions are less direct; for example, the perfume
Grenouille tries to distill from the bodies of young virgins is a grotesquely
literal version of Novalis’s “Auflésungjunger Madchen” in Heinrich von
Ofterdingen. There are many other references for those who enjoy hunting
them: the Grimms’ fairy tale of the Frog Prince, the Kaspar Hauser myth,
Chamisso’s Peter Schlehmihl, the Prometheus myth, Shaftesbury’s notion
of the poet as a “second maker under God,” the dream sequence from
the onclusion of Hoffmann’s Rat Krespel, the paintings of Caspar David
Friedrich, Goethe’s “Zauberlehrling,” and Thomas Mann’s Doktor Faus-

tus, to name only a few(Goncuoglu, 220-221).
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he saw the graveyards, the murderers, prostitutes, and beggars all of them
sit together around a fire in the street, they sit hungry, Grenouille spoils or
rather baptizes himself with the whole perfume of the flacon (Ebert, 333).
They felt themselves drawn to this angel of a man. A frenzied, alluring
force came from him, a riptide no human could have resisted, all the less be-
cause no human would have wanted to resist it... They had formed a circle
around him, twenty, thirty people, and their circle grew smaller and smaller.
Soon the circle could not contain them all, they began to push, to shove, and
to elbow, each of them trying to be closest to the center. They lunged at the
angel, pounced on him, threw him to the ground. Each of them wanted to
touch him, wanted to have a piece of him, a feather, a bit of plumage, a spark
from that wonderful fire. They tore away his clothes, his hair, his skin from
his body, they plucked him, they drove their claws and teeth into his flesh,
they attacked him like hyenas... In very short order, the angel was divided into
thirty pieces, and every animal in the pack snatched a piece for itself, and
then, driven by voluptuous lust, dropped back to devour it. A half hour later,
Jean-Baptiste Grenouille had disappeared utterly from the earth (Suskind, 98).
Grenouille destroys his power and his perfume which can't be used by
anyone else, and while Grenouille lived on hate alone, in death, he managed
to inspire love in those who never truly felt love before, this signifies even
further the power of his perfume and of scent in general (Mitrani, 191).
"For the first time they had done something out of love"( Suskind, 98).
This is psychologically and aesthetically satisfying because it shows symbol-
ically that Grenouille is exhausted of being sub- human and dehumanized.
The people who eat Grenouille are like animals and cannibals; they no longer
see him as human but as something else, as he used to look at the virgins not

as humans with souls but as ingredients of scents (Fahy, 185).
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the virgins on himself and then everyone begins to cry. The executioner, the
marquis, washerwoman , the ordinary people even Laure's father sees him as
angel or God. Grenouille's perfume inspires love in all who smell it (Sianturi
Roma, A visual and olfactory (Kentucky: Kentucky University, 2007), 22).
Meanwhile the masses on the other side of the barricade were giving
themselves over ever more shamelessly to the uncanny rush of emotion that
Grenouille’s appearance had unleashed. Those who at the start had merely felt
sympathy and compassion were now filled with naked, insatiable desire, and
those who had at first admired and desired were now driven to ecstasy. They
all regarded the man in the blue frock coat as the most handsome, attractive,
and perfect creature they could imagine: to the nuns he appeared to be the
Savior in person, to the Satanists as the shining Lord of Darkness, to those who
were citizens of the Enlightenment as the Highest Principle, to young maidens
as a fairy-tale prince, to men as their ideal image of themselves. And they all
felt as if he had seen through them at their most vulnerable point, grasped
them, touched their erotic core. It was as if the man had ten thousand invis-
ible hands and had laid a hand on the genitals of the ten thousand people
surrounding him and fondled them in just the way that each of them, whether
man or woman, desired in his or her most secret fantasies (Suskind, 93).
Grenouille's powerful perfume turns Grenouille's execution into the
largest orgy. Then he smirks at them and discovers that he hates all the peo-
ple with no exceptions. Despite his control over the realm of scent, he feels
that he lives in an illusion of power (Roger Ebert, Roger Ebert's Movie Year-
book 2010 (USA: Andrews McMeel, 1999), 332), " the dreadful fog from his
own odor, which he could not smell, because he was odorless (Suskind, 94)."

So he went to his birthplace near the cemetery or the fish market when
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He remembers the first red hair girl and then talks to himself (Fahy, 192),
“I thank you,” he said softly, “I thank you, Jean-Baptiste Grenouille, for being
what you are!”( Suskind, 82). Her father wakes and opens Laure's room, "he
saw Laure lying on her bed, naked and dead and shorn clean and sparkling
white. It was like his nightmare"( Ibid, 89). Laure is dead and inhuman, as she's
devoid of scent. In this way she becomes like Grenouille in her scentless-ness.
Anyway, her father discovers that he was deceived by the angelic face of the
murderer, because he was the only visitor in the hotel (Fahy, 192).

Grenouille was arrested after few hours, and the police finds the clues of
the hair and clothes of the virgins, and when Richis asks him about the reasons
which force him to kill the virgins he responses (lbid, 195), " | needed them"(
Suskind, 89).His answer indicates that he thinks of his victims as if they were in-
gredients, not as valuable people. Though he was exposed to torture, he didn't
show any reaction because he achieves what he wants, as well as when the
priest comes to his cell for confession, Grenouille,( Fahy, 183) "had looked at
him with total incomprehension, as if he had heard the name for the first time"
(suskind, 89). The denial of God is one characteristic of the Enlightenment.

In 1766, the authority decides to execute Grenouille in public on scaf-
fold, Grenouille will be in the middle and the people will be around him to see
the executioner, Monsieur Papon who hits him with his iron rod, and leaves
him to die. The crowd's bloodthirstiness necessitates Grenouille's arrival in a
coach; it is a symbol of Grenouille's importance. He's also unbound, which is a
reference to his power (Mitrani, 189-190). "there was no sign of unrest or dis-
pleasure among the crowd-on the contrary. People were satisfied that at least
something was happening, considered the idea of the coach a clever stroke"

(Suskind, 91). Grenouille spoils one drop of the perfume which he made from
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cious component on earth needed for his picture: the beauty of Laure. His
entire previous homicidal work would be worth nothing without her. She
was the keystone to his building (Suskind, 79).

The quotation above shows that Richis over smarts the murderer,
he comes to a conclusion that Laure's beauty, virginity and youth will make
the murderer complete his plan, so Richis sends his daughter to a faraway
place, and arrange for her a wedding, but Grenouille knows her beautiful
scent so he travels for days depending on his olfaction scent, he sleeps in
the same hotel that Laure and her father sleep in, her father sees Grenouille
and thinks him an angel and a harmless boy, at the same night Grenouille
achieves (Thomas Fahy, The Philosophy of Horror (Kentucky: Kentucky Uni-
versity Press, 2010), 189-191)"His day of triumph was imminent... twen-
ty-four tiny flacons filled with drops of the congealed aura of twenty-four
virgins-precious essences that Grenouille had produced over the last year
by cold-oil enfleurage of their bodies, digestion of their hair and clothes,
lavage, and distillation. ".Grenouille plans to kill Laure so he "sneak (s) under
his cover of odorlessness. which like a magic cape deprived man and beast
of their perceptive faculties, when everyone was asleep, he would follow
the compass of his nose through the darkness and climb up to the chamber
that held his treasure"( Suskind, 81-82),he hits Laure's back neck then he
covers her body with the animal fat(The use of animal fat to extract scent
adds a grotesque feeling) and waited for six hours so that the oil can absorb
the scent and as usual he took her hair and the clothes also to sink them in
the animals oil(Mitrani, 188). "he would leave Grasse as the world’s most
fragrant human being" (Suskind, 82). Grenouille feels that finally he saves

the scent and possesses it.
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Sardinian washerwoman; the series of killing the virgins keeps on till it reach-
es 24 virgins. Then Grenouille wants to select the most beautiful virgin to
complete his perfume, and he saw Laure who was the daughter of Richis, the
wealthiest man in the town. "The most precious thing that Richis possessed,
however, was his daughter. She was his only child, just turned sixteen, with
auburn hair and green eyes. She had a face so charming that visitors of all
ages and both sexes would stand stockstill at the sight of her, unable to pull
their eyes away"( Ibid, 78). The novelist begins to draw similarities between
Richis and Grenouille. Both are powerful figures, and represent the Enlight-
enment Age, Richis shares some of Grenouille's beliefs that the ordinary peo-
ple are easily fooled, Richis believes that the killer will not stop killing as the
Church believes, he goes to see the victims and he comes to a result (Mitrani,
187). Richis had seen several murdered girls during August and September.
The sight had horrified him, and at the same time, he had to admit, fascinated
him, for they all, each in her own special way, had been of dazzling beauty.
He never would have thought that there was so much unrecognized
beauty in Grasse. The murderer had opened his eyes. The murderer pos-
sessed exquisite taste. And he had a system... Richis did not know what the
murderer actually craved from his victims, since he could not have robbed
them of the best that they offered-their beauty and the charm of youth... or
could he? that the murderer was not a destructive personality, but rather a
careful collector... Richis continued in his thoughts -that the murderer was
just such a collector of beauty and was working on the picture of perfection,
even if only in the fantasy of his sick brain; assuming, moreover, that he was
the man of sublime taste and perfect methods that he indeed appeared to

be-then one could not assume that he would waive claim to the most pre-
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an odorless body, people will not be able to smell him. It makes it easier to
kill the 25 virgins and extract their odor then mix the odors to put them in
one flacon. However, he wants people to be under his knees he will not be
the man who has (lbid, 130) "no shadow"( Suskind, 60). (reference to Peter
Schlemihl). He wants to extract the virgins' odor to create a perfect scent
which means a perfect identity(Hall, 130).

Yes, that was what he wanted-they would love him as they stood under
the spell of his scent, not just accept him as one of them, but love him to
the point of insanity, of self-abandonment, they would quiver with delight,
scream, weep for bliss, they would sink to their knees just as if under God'’s
cold incense, merely to be able to smell him, Grenouille! He would be the
omnipotent god of scent, just as he had been in his fantasies, but this time in
the real world and over real people. And he knew that all this was within his
power. For people could close their eyes to greatness, to horrors, to beauty,
and their ears to melodies or deceiving words. But they could not escape
scent. For scent was a brother of breath. Together with breath it entered hu-
man beings, who could not defend themselves against it, not if they wanted
to live. And scent entered into their very core, went directly to their hearts,
and decided for good and all between affection and contempt, disgust and
lust, love and hate. He who ruled scent ruled the hearts of men (Suskind, 61).

The quotation above is foreshadowing of Grenouille's plan. However,
he arrives Grasse, and becomes apprentice to Madame Arnulfi's perfume
workshop with no conditions, he spends his time to create new perfumes
(Rusty, 220). In May 1764 "naked body of a fifteen-year-old girl was found
in a rose field"( Suskind, 76). The hair and clothes of the dead woman were

not found. Then there was another murder of two ltalian girls, followed by a
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feels that he will stray if he doesn't capture her smell. So he killsher accident-
ly, and he doesn't regret and begins to smell her body(Hall, 121).

In fact, environmental condition in which Grenouille was born to be a
bastard, and rejected by his mother, the wet-nurses, the Father (the church)
and even the children in Madam Gaillard's orphanage due to his lack of scent,
makes him feel that he is rejected by society as whole, outcast and has no
identity, this is the reason which makes him eager to work for the perfum-
er Baldini to learn about the art of perfuming, so he can make his magical
perfume, a perfume that makes people obey him, love him and appreciate
him(lbid, 124). Every human being has an odor and this odor is a part
of their identity. Grenouille, therefore, realizes that he is not human when
he first knows that he does not have any scent (Onder Génciioglu, God
or Beast: Patrick Suskind's Anti-Hero Jean- Baptisite Gernouille in Perfume:
The Story of a Murderer (Mugla: Mugla University, 2016), 14).

According to Grenouille any language other than olfactory is not lan-
guage, the only language he understands is the language of scent. Therefore,
he cannot understand any object has no scent like, virtue, goodness, morals
and God, to him one of the vital features composing human existence is
the odor, that's why he leaves Baldini (he dies at night) and sets up his journey
to Grasse the land of scents (Ibid, 16). During his Journey to Grasse he stayed
in a cave for seven years, the "cave" is associated with woman's womb, it is
a symbol of protection , alienation from the outside world and rebirth, he is
reborn to be a beast, this symbolizes his transformation from a submissive to
cold-blooded killer. The cave also is a reference to Plato's cave (Hall, 127).

Grenouille at first felt uncomfortable with his scentless body, he feels

that he has no identity. Anyway, this gives him the advantage, since he has
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of chances that will bring blood, in animal form, directly beneath its tree. And only
then does it abandon caution and drop, and scratch and bore and bite into that
alien flesh. The young Grenouille was such a tick. He lived encapsulated in himself
and waited for better times. He gave the world nothing but his dung-no smile, no
cry, no glimmer in the eye, not even his own scent (Suskind, 10).

Grenouille is described as a "tick" and it suits him, Grenouille and the
tick are vampires, they can absorb the victims scent and blood, without any
conception of right, wrong or mortality, he is a sub human-creature. As well
as, he brings misfortune to people around him, like Madame Gaillard, who
died after selling him to the tanner Grimal, and Grimal who died after selling
him to Baldini the perfumer (Hall, 120).

Anyway, "On September 1,1753, the anniversary of King's coronation,
the city of Paris set off fireworks at the Pont- Royal"( Suskind, 15).Grenouille
walks the streets alone and closes his eyes to smell "Grenouille. However,
smelled it all as for the first time. And he didn't merely smell mixture of
odors in the aggregated, but he dissected it analytically into its smallest and
most remote parts and pieces" (lbid).This is ironic, Grenouille is scentless
while he has a strong nose to smell even the far odors. He was just about
to leave "when the wind brought him something, a tiny, hardly noticeable
something, a crumb, an atom of scent closed his eyes, and flared his nostrils.
The scent was so exceptionally delicate"( Ibid, 16).

" Grenouille walked on in darkness. He did not need to see. The scent
led him firmly" (Ibid, 17) then he recognizes the source of the smell "She
might have been thirteen, fourteen years old the source of the scent that he
had followed from half a mile away on the other bank of the river: not this

squalid courtyard, not the plums. The source was " a red hair girl"( Ibid),He
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Grenouille's departure to Grasse (Ibid, 35). "Rome of Scents"( Suskind, 65) as

Monsieur Baldini describes it(Rusty, 37).

There are crimes of passions and crimes

of logic. The boundary between them is not

clearly defined (Albert Camus, The Rebel: An Essay on Man in Revolt
(Vintage: Reissue edition, 1992), 14).

Grenouille has the strong will to save his life since birth, so he cries
to get people attention and lead his mother to the guillotine. This could
be the first crime. In addition, this is ironic when a mother kills her infants
then her infant leads her to the guillotine. As well as, it is foreshadowing
for Grenouille's character (Sharon K. Hall, Contemporary Literary Criticism
Yearbook, 1986 (Michigan: Gale Research Company, 1987), 112). From the
beginning of the novel, we can feel something evil and sinister about him.
The novelist compares him to a tick.

Like that tick in the tree, for which life has nothing better to offer than per-
petual hibernation. The ugly little tick, which by rolling its blue-gray body up into a
ball offers the least possible surface to the world; which by making its skin smooth
and dense emits nothing, lets not the tiniest bit of perspiration escape. The tick,
which makes itself extra small and inconspicuous so that no one will see it and step
on it. The lonely tick, which, wrapped up in itself, huddles in its tree, blind, deaf,
and dumb, and simply sniffs, sniffs all year long, for miles around, for the blood of
some passing animal that it could never reach on its own power. The tick could let
itself drop. It could fall to the floor of the forest.... But the tick, stubborn, sullen,

and loathsome, huddles there and lives and waits. Waits, for that most improbable
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The Father feels scared so he gets rid of the infant to Madame Gaillard.
Suskind shows that the Father is an example of French Enlightenment ex-
ample of these up and coming ideas. Another character who represents the
Enlightenment Age is Madame Gaillard, she is in charge of a boarding house.
She is opposite to the infant Grenouille she can't smell because (Kant,60).

When she was a child, her father had struck her across the forehead
with a poker, just above the base of the nose, and she had lost for good all
sense of smell and every sense of human warmth and human coldness-in-
deed, every human passion. With that one blow, tenderness had become as
foreign to her as enmity, joy as strange as despair. She felt nothing when lat-
er she slept with a man... She did not grieve over those that died, nor rejoice
over those that remained to her(Suskind, 9).

She runs the boarding house neither by charity nor by pity but by the
desire to get money to provide her a suitable funeral (Roberson Rusty. En-
lightened Piety during the Age of Benevolence the Christian Knowledge (USA:
American Society of Church History, 2016), 33). "In her old age she wanted
to buy an annuity, with just enough beyond that so that she could afford to
die at home rather than perish miserably in the Hotel-Dieu as her husband
had... She wanted to afford a private death"( Suskind, 9). This is ironic, what
she fears the most has happened.

However, this absolute cold hearted cold blooded and emotionless
considered to be a central virtue to the Enlightenment culture. Also, Ma-
dame Gillard sells Grenouille at age 8 to a very cruel man Grimal who is
a tanner (Rusty, 33). Then she died in Hotel-Dieu as her husband had, her
death suggests that Grenouille is a symbol of bad omen because Grimal also

died after selling him to the perfumer Monsieur Baldini who also died after
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greedy, they said, sucked as much as two babies"( Suskind, 4). He also refus-
es to believe the wet nurse Jeanne Bussie when she says to him (Kant 57)
“He’s possessed by the devil (Suskind, 5).” He thinks that her thoughts of the
infants is nonsense, the Father denies the infant's darkness and scentless
body. The Father identifies as an enlightened thinker, a man who depends on
critical faculties as well as he doesn’t feel shy from "making use of his reason
to combat the superstitious notions of the simple folk"(Kant, 18) When the
wet nurse Bussie says also “He doesn’t smell at all,”( Suskind, 6) which means
that the infant has no smell. The Father replies “Because he’s healthy,” Terri-
er cried, “because he’s healthy, that’s why he doesn’t smell! Only sick babies
smell, everyone knows that"( Ibid, 6) The Father gives a reasonable reason.
Anyway although the Father is reasonable and prudent the scentless infant
gets the better of him, when the Father was with the sleeping infant sudden-
ly(Kant, 59).

The child awoke. Its nose awoke first... nose seemed to fix on a partic-
ular target, and Terrier had the very odd feeling that he himself, his person,
Father Terrier, was that target... It seemed to Terrier as if the child saw him
with its nostrils, as if it were staring intently at him, scrutinizing him, more
piercingly than eyes could ever do, as if it were using its nose to devour
something whole, something that came from him, from Terrier, and that he
could not hold that something back or hide it,... The child with no smell was
smelling at him shamelessly ... He (the Father) felt naked and ugly, as if some-
one were gaping at him while revealing nothing of himself. The child seemed
to be smelling right through his skin, into his innards. His most tender emo-

tions, his filthiest thoughts lay exposed to that greedy little nose (Suskind, 8).
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burnt animal horn". He was born in fish market which was placed between
the rue aux Fers and the rue de la Ferronnerie, the Cimetiere des Innocents".
This is where Grenouilie was born, near a large open cemetery in Paris, a
place where " Millions of bones and skulls were shoveled into the catacombs
of Montmartre and in its place a food market was erected." Where " Gre-
nouille’s mother was standing at a fish stall in the rue aux Fers, scaling whit-
ing that she had just gutted. The fish, ostensibly taken that very morning
from the Seine, already stank so vilely that the smell masked the odor of
corpses"( Suskind, 3). His mother left him under the gutting table among the
heads of the fishes to die. Then she keeps on working "unexpectedly, the in-
fant under the gutting table begins to squall (Ibid, 4)." because of his crying
the people in the market noticed him, and then his mother confesses that
she killed four infants before after that she was decapitated by the gallows
(Kant, 50).

The cry that followed his birth, the cry with which he had brought him-
self to people’s attention and his mother to the gallows, was not an instinc-
tive cry for sympathy and love. That cry, emitted upon careful consideration,
one might almost say upon mature consideration, was the newborn’s deci-
sion against love and nevertheless for life. Under the circumstances, the lat-
ter was possible only without the former, and had the child demanded both,
it would doubtless have abruptly come to a grisly end (Suskind, 10).

His mother depicts the enlightenment society, her situation as a poor preg-
nant woman and her birth under the gutting table. In addition, killing her infants
represents the poverty during the Age of Enlightenment perfectly (Kant, 53).

Father Terrier represents the Age of Enlightenment, he refuses to be-

lieve the wet nurses when they say that (lbid, 55) "It (Grenouille) was too
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anthropy and history, including Grenouille the protagonist of the novel. It is
the history of "gifted and abominable personages".

Within this system of knowledge, the enlightened human beings have
to pay for their knowledge. In short, they become aliens to society. Enlight-
enment behaves toward things just like the dictator behaves toward human
beings (Perfum- The Age of Enlightenment," Perfume- the-age-of-enlighten-
ment, whttps://prezi.com/6cwlrvmwp2vp/perfume-the-age-of-enlighten-
ment.org (accessed 30 Oct 2012).

Grenouille desolates himself from people; he developed to be a per-
fumer who uses "his nose" his ability to smell as a formulaic language of con-
trol. Kant, in his book Anthropology from a pragmatic point of view, records
the inescapability of smells; he believes olfaction is "opposed of freedom",
so Grenouille also can't escape from the power of his nose (the power of the
ability to smell). Therefore, he considers olfactory sensations can influence
and manipulate creatures, so Grenouille uses his gift to control humans. Gre-
nouille is the god of scent, people can close their eyes to avoid horror scenes
as well their ears to avoid annoying noise, but they cannot escape odors
because scent is a brother of breath. Grenouille ruled scent so he ruled the
heart of Man (Immanuel , 2006).

Grenouille is the embodiment of Enlightenment, then, Suskind men-
tions other characters who represent the enlightened society in the 18th
C. From the beginning of the novel, Suskind describes the conditions of the
main character's birth(lbid, 47). "Here, then, on the most putrid spot in the
whole kingdom, Jean-Baptiste Grenouilie was born on July 17, 1738. It was
one of the hottest days of the year. The heat lay leaden upon the graveyard,

squeezing its putrefying vapor, a blend of rotting melon and the fetid odor of
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teeth, from their bellies that of onions, and from their bodies, if they were
no longer very young, came the stench of rancid cheese and sour milk and
tumorous disease. The rivers stank, the marketplaces stank, the churches
stank, it stank beneath the bridges and in the palaces. The peasant stank
as did the priest, the apprentice as did his master’s wife, the whole of the
aristocracy stank, even the king himself stank, stank like a rank lion, and the
qgueen like an old goat, summer and winter. For in the eighteenth century
there was nothing to hinder bacteria busy at decomposition, and so there
was no human activity, either constructive or destructive, no manifestation
of germinating or decaying life that was not accompanied by stench(Suskind,
Perfume: The Story of a Murderer, 3).

Suskind's Perfume: The Story of a Murderertakes place during The Age
of Reason in France. It is clear in the first paragraph(lbid, 30).

In 18th. century France there lived a man who was one of the most
gifted and abominable personages in an era that knew no lack of gifted and
abominable personages. His name was Jean-Baptiste Grenouille, and if his
name-in contrast to the names of other gifted abominations, de Sade’s, for
instance, or Saint-Just’s, Fbuche’s, Bonaparte’s, etc.-has been forgotten to-
day, it is certainly not because Grenouille fell short of those more famous
blackguards when it came to arrogance, misanthropy, immorality, or, more
succinctly, to wickedness, but because his gifts and his sole ambition were
restricted to a domain that leaves no traces in history: to the fleeting realm
of scent (Suskind, 3).

The quotation above shows the historical background of the novel as
well as the nature of human beings during this era. Foucault called it "The

Classic Age", when genius is inseparably interwoven with wickedness, mis-
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cheese, apparently from one of Runel’s lunches. It was already quite old,
had begun to decompose, and gave off a biting, pungent odor. From the lid
of a sardine tub that stood at the back of the shop, he scratched off a rancid,
fishy something-or-other, mixed it with rotten egg and castoreum, ammonia,
nutmeg, horn shavings, and singed pork rind, finely ground. To this he add-
ed a relatively large amount of civet, mixed these ghastly ingredients with
alcohol, let it digest, and filtered it into a second bottle. The bilge smelled
revolting. Its stink was putrid, like a sewer (Patrick ,2012).

France between (1703-1790) passes through a variety of crimes during
Louis XV. These crimes are divided into three categories. direct violence, indi-
rect violence, and crimes that includes infanticide, seduction, and adultery.
In the novel the hero's mother was infanticide (Robert, 1971). which can be
applied to the novel (Ibid, 340). "It "Grenouille" was her fifth"( Suskind, 3),
which means she killed her four infants before. In addition to these crimes in
France, poverty, famine, dirtiness, and bastards were increasing day by day
during Louis XV's era. Suskind depicts them very clear in this novel(Mandour,
350).

In the period of which we speak, there reigned in the cities a stench
barely conceivable to us modern men and women. The streets stank of ma-
nure, the courtyards of urine, the stairwells stank of moldering wood and rat
droppings, the kitchens of spoiled cabbage and mutton fat; the unaired par-
lors stank of stale dust, the bedrooms of greasy sheets, damp featherbeds,
and the pungently sweet aroma of chamber pots. The stench of sulfur rose
from the chimneys, the stench of caustic lyes from the tanneries, and from
the slaughterhouses came the stench of congealed blood. People stank of

sweat and unwashed clothes; from their mouths came the stench of rotting
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Introduction

Historical Fiction is a category of literary genre in which all main events
happen in a setting located in the past.
